To further anmend title 20 of the Code of the Federated States of
M cronesi a, as anended by Public Laws Nos. 5-25, 8-108 and 9-138, by
addi ng a new section 418 of chapter 4, requiring air carriers to file
flight schedules with the Secretary of Transportation, Comrunication
and Infrastructure and to give 30 days notice of changes in flight
schedul es, and for other purposes.
BE | T ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF M CRONESI A:
Section 1. Title 20 of the Code of the Federated States of
M cronesia is hereby further anended by enacting a new section 418
of chapter 4 to read as foll ows:

"Section 418. Fli ght schedul es of air carriers.

(1) Every air carrier and every foreign air
carrier shall file wwth the Secretary, and print and
keep open to public inspection, flight schedul es show ng
all flights schedul ed between points servedby it, and
showi ng to the extent required by regul ations al
classifications, rules, regulations, practices, and
services in connection with such air transportation.

(2) Flight schedul es shall be filed, posted
and published in such formand manner and shal
contain such information as the Secretary shall by
regul ati on prescribe; and the Secretary is
enpowered to reject any flight schedule so filed
which is not consistent with this section and such
regul ations. Any flight schedule so rejected shal
be voi d.

(3) No change shall be nmade in any flight
schedul e, except after 30 days' notice of the
proposed change filed, posted and published in
conpliance with this section. Such notice shal
plainly state the change proposed to be nade and
the tinme such change will take effect. The
Secretary may in the public interest by regulation
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or otherw se, allow such change upon notice | ess

than that herein specified, or nodify the

requi renents of this section governing the filing

and posting of flight schedules, either in

particul ar instances or by general order applicable

to special or peculiar circunstances and

conditions."

Section 2. This act shall beconme | aw upon approval by

the President of the Federated States of Mcronesia or upon

its becom ng | aw wi t hout such approval .
